Details of pick up points (maps available on website or by request)
Central - bay 18 on Pitt Street

Strathfield - Everton Rd, non-shop side of station. Last bus stop on left as you come out of train
station. Stop reads “450 Hurstville Station”.

Parramatta — Fitzwilliam Street, bus stop opposite taxi rank. (From train station, come out on
Argyle St where local buses stop and walk through to Fitzwilliam, just a few metres away).

Liverpool — Northern end of the bus terminus, behind the Tafe (Tafe is on the corner of Bigge &
Moore St).

Campbelltown - bus stop directly outside station entrance (side of shopping centre, council
chambers and police station) on footpath nearest the station, just north of the pedestrian crossing.

We have a 30-minute refreshment stop each way where there are
fast-food outlets, toilets and a place to stretch your legs
