 Details of pick up points 
 

1. Central - Bay 18 On Pitt Street (opposite YHA). 

 

2. Strathfield - Everton Rd, non-shop side of station. Last bus stop on left as you come out of train 

station. Stop reads “450 Hurstville Station”. 

 

3. Parramatta –  Fitzwilliam Street, bus stop opposite taxi rank. (From train station, come out on 

Argyle St where local buses stop and walk through to Fitzwilliam). 

 

4. Penrith - bay 13 at the station bus terminus. 50m east of station entrance near taxi rank
